The
existing Gwynn Park Middle School is preparing to
be demolished, and the new Brandywine K-8 School
Site is ready to take shape with a new state-of-the-
art facility. The construction for the new school will
begin in June. There will be an increase in site
activity, and we have taken measures to control
sound pollution.
